Introduction of Guests:  Blas & Samantha Suarez

Minutes from the previous Board Meeting were previously distributed via email to the Board.  .  PT voted to accept the minutes, Jon 2nd.  The minutes were approved by the Board.

House Leader Report:  Blas worked Monday.  The house is framed and almost “dried in”.  Windows just came in; Tom has door and tiles for the bath.  Decided the height of stonework on the outside should be 3.5” from the porch.  Blas’ dad might provide the stone.

The tool shed is been built and is on site by Harry Born and students.  The electrical work will be done on Wednesday.  Jon reported we have a good crew of volunteers (he has 83 email addresses of volunteers).

Family Selection Committee:  April Bergstrom will hold a training meeting for four volunteers in June.

The Suarez family would like to purchase the lot next to their home.  They read their letter to justify why they would like to own the lot.  The Board excused them from further business so the matter could be discussed.  Habitat has the potential to acquire 5 lots in this area for homes and this would decrease our inventory; affect Marble Falls’ property tax structure; and possibly heighten expectations from future families. Tom will discuss this with the Suarez family.

Treasurer’s Report:
The financial statements were emailed and received by Board.  Tithing since 1995 to HFHI is $18,166 to date.  We have a balance of $36,800 available in mortgage principal repayment if all Partner families timely payments.  PEC charities donated $665 to HL Habitat.

Lots in Granite Shoals – need $12-$16 for taxes.  Estimated tax bill for Nathan Taylor will be $2000+.  They need to homestead and the escrow might need to be adjusted.

New Business:  There are two lots in Marble Falls in the flood plain.  Need to see where flood plain is and if the lots are buildable.  Insurance rate might be affected.

Question on Picayune Habitat Home story and the profiting from advertising.  Theron and Tom will meet with the Picayune people.

Rebecca Nicholson and PT need to meet with Suarez family to review details of mortgage papers.

Tom made a motion to adjourn the meeting; Sherri 2nd the motion and the Board agreed.
