Special Meeting called to order at 6:30 PM by Tom 

Theron provided the prayer. 

The special meeting was called to discuss the abstract of judgment against the Suarez family and what position Habitat needs to take regarding the ability of the family to satisfy the judgment and to also be able to pay the mortgage on their home.

Brad Hatfield, attorney, explained the judgment and Habitat’s legal status in light of the judgment.  He stated the title company might not be able to clear the title.  He stated there were two options and that we were not bound by any contract at this point.  We have the choice to either accept or deny the Suarez family as partners because of the judgment against them.  Habitat needs to determine if this debt can be retired by the Suarez family in some manner.

Various solutions were discussed.

Samantha and Blas came into the meeting and explained how the judgment was levied and the time frame involved.  She also stated she had just received a letter from the collection company, Investment Retrievers, Inc and they had tendered a conditional settlement offer of $6000 after she had contacted them and explained they did not have the money to pay the balance of $19,283.66 due.  She brought the letter and the Board and attorney read it.

It was advised by the Board that the Suarez family 1) seek their own legal counsel to satisfy the judgment and make sure the collection company will agree to settle for $6000 and make sure documents are legally satisfied and 2) Fill out another Habitat application and credit report.  

Theron made a motion to require the above conditions from the Suarez family.  Jon seconded the motion and the Board accepted.  Sherri was asked to write a letter to the Suarez family outlining these conditions for our records.
